WHEN JENNIFER LOPEZ WAS
recently voted Sexiest Woman
In The World by an FHM
readers’ poll for the second year
running, it proved that the
British male is acquiring a taste
for women at the more rounded
end of the spectrum. Ever since
Jennifer burst into the big time
with her role as a sexy FBl agent
in Out Of Sight, it was clear that
her larger-than-average showbiz
bottom was going to take her

all the way to the top. And now
she has scaled the heights of
megastardom, women are
rushing to copy her famous
curves. Sales of bum-hoisting
tights and cheek-enhancing
knickers have rocketed. But for

a realistic J-Lo butt there’s only
one option for the truly
dedicated celebrity watcher:
cosmetic surgery.

Extreme as it may seem, the
demand for surgically sculpted
buttocks has rocketed.
American plastic surgeon Dr
Thomas Roberts is reaping the
rewards of the new trend,
thanks to his trailblazing
buttock augmentation
operations. “Jennifer Lopez has
definitely sent demand for this
kind of surgery sky-high,” says
Dr Roberts. “Women really
want a shapely, rounded bottom
like hers. Jennifer has made big
bottoms big news again. Ever
since the dawn of time, men

have found the breasts and the
buttocks the two most alluring
parts of a woman’s body.”

His procedure is not for the
faint-hearted. Surplus fatis
“harvested” from fleshy areas
via a delicate liposuction
technique and then transplanted
to the posterior for that
voluptuous look. You'll need
a couple of weeks to recover
fully, although Dr Roberts
reckons you'll be able to sit on
your nice new buttocks
(gingerly, mind) by the time you
leave his clinic. The operation
will set you back somewhere in
the region of £3,000.

The craze for celebrity
bottoms is not restricted to the

Unired States. Dr Jeya Prakash
is one of the UK’s leading
bottom sculptors. His technique
involves inserting silicone
implants between the top and
middle layers of the muscles
in the buttocks. “The implants
come in three different sizes —
small, medium and large -
and in two shapes - round or
teardrop,” explains Dr
Prakash. “I've been offering
this operation for seven years
but before, I did mainly breast
and face work,” he says.
“Now I'm getting so much
more demand for bottom
implants and it’s all down to
Jennifer Lopez.”
