HEN former
fashion model
Suzanne Howe
had her
photograph
taken for a story
in her local
paper, she was
shocked at the
results. She
realised that, at 49, she had begun to
neglect her appearance. “I didn’t
realise how bad I was looking,” she
recalls,
“I'm an artistic person and like

having beautiful things around me —
and that extends to my personal
appearance. I knew I needed to get
something done when people
stopped telling me how nice I
looked.”

Get something done she did. Her
pout, she decided, needed
improving. But what she did next
wasn't for the squeamish. For
Suzanne, from Hertfordshire,
became one of the first British
patients to undergo the latest
cosmetic technique — pioneered in
the United States — which involved

inserting re-processed skin tissue
from human corpses into her lips.
She recalls: “At 40, I looked good for
my age and only started to feel old
and haggard a couple of years later.
After modelling, I started work as a
psychic and it had begun to
dominate my life. I didn't want to
risk looking ridiculous. I never
wanted cosmetic surgery because
I'm vain, as I'm happy with what I've
got. I just wanted it enhanced.
